Through a relationship with Xavier
University, Gustavo came to Cincinnati on a student
visa. He felt his English wasn’t good enough to
succeed in college, so he started with classes in
English as a second language. He passed and went
on to get a degree in communications. Gustavo want-
ed to go back to Nicaragua but his mother said, “Itis
too difficult here. Stay there.” He misses her but goes
home occasionally to visit.

With a one year work permit Gustavo started working
for Sprint, then got hired by Time Warner. It was
difficult with a wife and baby and student loans. “Life is
full of problems,” Gustavo said, “but you have to find a
way. If you work hard you can accomplish your goals.

| tell my children to think positively and solve the
problem, don’t create more problems.”

e pride ourselves that Kennedy Heights is Gustavo and Ada have

three children who have
all gone to college, and
two grandchildren in
Cincinnati. Gustavo
became a U.S. citizen in
2012.

While servicing this area
for Time Warner,
Gustavo and Ada saw
what a quiet, peaceful
neighborhood Kennedy Heights is. They purchased a
home on Glen Edge Lane in 2010. Gustavo’s brother
lives in Silverton, and his nephew is in Kennedy
Heights. “We like to live close by so we can help each
other.” His sister lives in California. This summer his
son is returning to Nicaragua to get married and the
whole family will be going for the celebration.

When Gustavo came here in 1988 there were very few
Latinos. He met some through Bellarmine Chapel at
Xavier University. He was one of the founders of the
Hispanic festival held every year in September.

OUTSTANDING CITIZEN —

RON JIMMAR THE DONUT MAN

ou probably won’t see Ron Jimmar around Kennedy

Heights during the day because he’s worked all night

baking and frying many varieties of donuts at his

business, Silverton Donut Shop, located at 7414
Montgomery Rd. (near the post office). When he, his sister, and
five brothers moved to Kennedy Heights from Mt. Auburn, he
entered second grade at Kennedy Elementary. He remembers
going from arts and crafts at his old school to studying the solar
system at Kennedy and it took him many years to catch up.
Because he stuttered, he was shy and introverted, but he
overcame this with speech therapy he received at school. He
also studied piano in grade 3 at Kennedy. “It was a great
school,” he remembers, “and we even had gym class.”

His parents moved him to Nativity in grade 4 so he could
receive religious instruction. He went on to graduate from
Purcell High School and Xavier University. His four best buddies
were from Kennedy Heights, and one was the best man in his
wedding. He delivered the Suburban Life, Enquirer, and Post
newspapers for several years as a teenager. The papers would
be dropped at “the Loop,” the end of the street car line where
Family Dollar is now.

He has fond memories of the old Kennedy Heights business
district: the best chicken was at Carter’s, Al's Pony Keg (where
the Laundromat is now), two grocery stores, a meat market, a
bank, an insurance company, pharmacy, 5 & 10 store, malt
shop, among others. He used to hang out with friends at the old
water tower (Bantry & Iris) and at Robison Park (so called
because there was a Kennedy Park behind the elementary
school).

Ron was a nursing home administrator for thirteen years before
his brother Tommy convinced him and his dad to purchase The
Donut Stop in Pleasant Ridge in 1989, which had been out of
business for some time. Tommy managed the shop with his wife
Hanna until his illness in 2003. Ron worked there at night. They
had a thriving business with a loyal customer base when an
opportunity led them to move to a larger location in Silverton.

In 1997 Ron purchased his childhood home from his father and
moved back to Kennedy Heights. The Silverton Donut Shop
won the “Best Donuts in Cincinnati” award and is certified
kosher year round. Stop in Tuesday through Sunday early (5
a.m. weekdays, 6 a.m. weekends) and, if you're lucky, you may
catch sight of Ron before he goes home to sleep.

A year after the old Kroger store property at Kennedy and Montgomery was transformed into the Kennedy
Heights Cultural Campus, there is more excitement happening at the corner. The nondescript exterior will be

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Telling the Kennedy Heights Story #7:

Lewis Kennedy , Part 6

previously discussed the Enquirer's June 1887 article on Mr.
Kennedy’s County’s Probate Court application for bankruptcy. This
case was settled four years later in June 1891. The Enquirer’s title

regarding the settlement is creative and provocative: Holding the
Bag. Lewis Kennedy Settles for Five Per Cent. His Creditors Get the

Hot End of the Financial Poker.

In 1887, the depth of Mr. Kennedy’s liabilities were projected to be
$125-150,000 [in 2016 dollars: $3.1M-$3.7M]. By 1891 Mr. Kennedy’s
liabilities had dramatically increased. They were now $171,600

[$4,326,5001.

The Enquirer stated that the “creditors...are holding the bag in good
style. When Mr. Kennedy failed, his liabilities were heavy and his
assets light. It was thought at the time that his creditors would not get
much on their claims he had borrowed money in large sums.”

Mr. Kennedy owed nine banks $123,400 [$3,111,200] and four non-
bank creditors, $29,000 [$731,200], for a total of $152,400
[$3,842,400]. The Enquirer did not identify the smaller creditors who
were owed the remaining total liabilities of $19,200 [$484,100].

The Enquirer article concludes: “Mr. Kennedy is the man who owned
the property on which the Kennedy Heights Hotel' was built. The
building of that and the failure of the enterprise to pay was one on the
causes of the failure. Mr. Kennedy became deeply involved in real
estate deals, and could not carry them out. The settlement at 5 percent
is one of the cheapest made in this city for a long time.” With the
settlement being 5% of $4.3M, the creditors received only $216,000.

Upcoming Story columns will report on how the filing for bankruptcy
significantly affected the Kennedy family.

"The Hotel refers to the Yononte Inn, previously on the corner of
Davenant and Kinoll. Future Story columns will be devoted to the Inn’s

history.
