First Lieutenant John H. Leahr.

In World War Il, Lt. Leahr flew fighters for the
Tuskegee Airmen, the all black pilots unit. The
Cincinnati native and Kennedy Heights resident
died March 27, 2015, at age 94.

The memorial features an original sculpture by
Jarret Hawkins, which was the culmination of
hours of volunteer time and financial support from
the Ohio Arts Council, the Community Council, and
friends and neighbors.

The hope was to hold a public celebration in May
to honor the memory of this esteemed resident.
Unfortunately, due to COVID, we will be unable to
gather.

Applications
must be received by noon on
April 25th.

elections in each county limited
only to those who have
disabilities or don't have a home
mailing address. All _ other
voters must request a ballot.

SMART 911: SAVING TIME /S SAVING LIVES

he Cincinnati Police Department is asking
B Smart9oi

residents to register with the Smart911 program.
This program helps emergency responders act more
efficiently during this time of overwhelmed resources.

Smart911 creates a Safety Profile. Any time you make an emergency call from a phone
registered with your safety profile, the 9-1-1 system recognizes your phone number and
automatically displays your profile on the screen of the call taker who receives your call.

Your Safety Profile can include details about all members of the household, all phone numbers
(mobile, landline or VOIP) and all addresses. Users should add any details that 9-1-1 call
takers may need to effectively assist you during an emergency—medical conditions,
medications, vehicles, emergency contact persons, pets and other information. Setting up
a profile can take as little as 5 to 10 minutes.
